PGHS Round Bale Policy

Round bales are very messy, spread easily, hard to maintain, space consuming and affect paddock footing.

Round Bale Usage:

Round bales may be permitted in paddocks when the following conditions are met:

· The round bale must be contained in a hay net and inside a hay shelter. PGHS does not supply the hay net.

· If the boarder requires a round bale shelter, PGHS can supply the shelter for a rental fee of $50 per month or may be purchased. The purchase price of a hay shelter will be provided to an interested boarder upon request, as the price of lumber fluctuates.

· Paddock cleanup is required to be done daily with due diligence and the utmost standard. It is the boarder’s responsibility to ensure their hay does not affect surrounding paddock areas. 

Deposit:
· A $300 paddock deposit is required for the hay shelter. and will be kept on file until such time as the paddock has been completely cleaned and inspected by maintenance or management. Note: If a boarder leaves the facility during the winter months between November 1st and April 30th, the paddock deposit will be forfeited. 
 
· PGHS reserves the right to revoke the use of round bales at anytime without prejudice. Boarders would then be given the option to use square bales with hay bags.

· Paddock sizes will not be increased to accommodate a hay shelter.

· The hay shelter will be returned in the same condition it was received.

· When it has been determined that the paddock does not require repairs due to footing damage and all the above conditions have been met, the deposit will be returned if all PGHS accounts are in good standing.
